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Introduction

This ‘5 Minute Guide’ aims to provide a brief overview of the procedures that relate to applying for Target Hardening within North Lincolnshire.

Background

North Lincolnshire Council Safer Neighbourhoods have been providing target hardening to residents who are vulnerable as a result of domestic abuse and residential burglary. Requests for this service for victims of burglary have been very low and in October 2018 it was agreed to change the categories based on current requests.  As a result, residential burglary will no longer be part of the criteria but incidents where there are threats to life will be considered.
This criteria only applies to properties within North Lincolnshire Council area.  Other areas may operate differently. 

Criteria and process for requesting target hardening
	Target hardening in cases where there is a threat to life will be considered if:

· The threat risk assessment score is high
· The assessment score is medium but only if deemed appropriate by an Inspector

Details of the risk must be provided in the referral.
Any agency is able to refer for threats to life although it will be checked on the Police system for the risk classification.



	Target hardening in domestic abuse cases will only be considered if:

· The perpetrator does not live in the property and has no legal right to remain in the property

· The landlord and property owner has agreed to target hardening taking place

· The victim is assessed as high risk of death or serious injury

Any agency can refer a person for target hardening after an incident has occurred that has been reported to the police or that would constitute a crime if it was reported. 

Where the offence is domestic abuse related then information regarding the risk to  the victim requiring the target hardening is compulsory; priority is given to high risk victims and details must be given in the referral. 



Any referrals for target hardening should be made on the attached referral form (Appendix A) and sent to saferneighbourhoods@northlincs.gov.uk.  It is necessary to return the form with all the details completed to assist in the safety of the staff attending the address and to assess the need for target hardening to be completed. 
What can be provided by our target hardening team:
	What the target hardening team can provide:

· Window/door alert alarms

· Seal letterbox (and put up an external letterbox)

· Replace door locks

· Add door chains/extra bolts
	What the target hardening team cannot provide:

· Security lighting
· Burglar alarms 
· CCTV Systems
· Repair to broken windows or weak/damaged doors.
· Fit/repair external boundary structures



For more complex needs:

For more complex needs the householder will need to contact their landlord, or in the case of a private dwelling, a suitably qualified tradesperson. This would obviously be at their own or the landlords expense, whichever is applicable.
